According to Professor Dr Yatimah, the implementation of stand-alone MCs provides opportunities for
students, industry workers, and individuals outside the formal education system to obtain recognition for

their skills in a more flexible and structured manner.

“Through the QVC, we will ensure that every microcredential offered is based on the set quality standards

in line with industry needs and global demands.

“UMPSA plays an active role as a QVC reference hub, particularly for the East Coast, which includes

Pahang, Terengganu, and Kelantan.

“In addition, UMPSA verifies SAMC oftered by higher education institutions and designated providers by
aligning the quality elements of implementation and learning assessment as stipulated by the MQF,” she

said.

At the same time, it facilitates the registration of verified SAMC programmes into the MQA Micro-credential

Registry.
